Business Meeting Minutes
Amsterdam 3 November 2009
1. Rob Paterson, ICMA Chairperson, opened the meeting.

2. Lucie Kenny, Executive Director, presented an overview of Head Office activities on behalf of the membership.

3. Lucie Kenny presented the proposed 2008 budget to the members which was passed unanimously.

4. Lucie Kenny presented the proposed Bylaws changes to limit to two the number of consecutive full terms a Committee member can serve.to the membership which were as follows:

Proposed change to ICMA Bylaw 1.1.10 
Current Bylaw 1.1.10: Retiring Committee Members shall be immediately eligible for re-election. 
Proposed new Bylaw 1.1.10: Retiring Committee Members shall be immediately eligible for re-election provided that the term that they have just served is not the second of two full consecutive terms of office. This does not apply to the candidate standing for Chairperson


The proposals were passed unanimously.

5. No candidate to replace David Waghorne on the Committee had put themselves forward and thus it was proposed that the election be deferred until the spring GM in 2008.

Sergey Kochurin made the point that the vacancy should have been more effectively marketed to ensure that candidates are persuaded to put their names forward.

6. In any other business, Lucie Kenny pointed out that the proposed destination for the spring 2008 General Meeting of Istanbul had recently suffered some unrest, and that Head Office were concerned about committing the Association to a “difficult” destination. The membership concurred and decided to switch the destination to Belgium.
There was no further business and the meeting was closed.
